Public Comment City Response
Jan Chacon from the Indian Health Center of Santa Clara Valley stated that they are the
only agency that specifically serves Native Americans and accepts Medi-cal and the un-
insured. She explained that their program is aimed at diabetes awareness, education,
and prevention.

Ramin Naderi from the Indian Health Center of Santa Clara Valley stated that although
the program is small, it has a large impact on the community.
Saul Wachter from the. Affordable Housing Network stated that the City should be
lobbying the federal government for funding and resources to solve the affordable
housing shortage.

Commissioner Al Munoz commented that the City should continue to address
domestic violence issues and that more money should be allocated to those programs.
